From Yubetsu the three main fishing ports are Yubetsu, Toetoko, and Barou. From here, scallops,
salmon, trout, flounders, arabesqgue greenlings, hair crab, etc are caught in the Sea of Okhotsk.
Shrimp, sea urchins, scallops, as well as oysters are caught in Lake Saroma. Fish farming-is also
being implemented in the areas around Yubetsu through the cultivation of scallops and oysters as
well as the growing of young scallops in Lake Saroma. In addition, salmon and trout are hatched

which travel upstream the Yubetsu River amongst other activities.
